1.  Read Article III, Section 1 and Article I, Section 8, Clause 9 in the U.S. Constitution.  Summarize both sections. 

2.  Explore the four types of jurisdiction that the federal courts have: Exclusive Jurisdiction, Concurrent Jurisdiction, Original Jurisdiction, and Appellate Jurisdiction.  Create a T-Chart that includes a brief description of what each is and what type of court cases they hear.

3.  Create a graphic organizer describing the jurisdiction, functions and appeals process of the following inferior courts: District Courts, Courts of Appeals, U.S. Court of International Trade, Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces, Court of Federal Claims, Territorial Courts, and the U.S. Tax Courts

4. Describe what kinds of cases the Supreme Court has original and exclusive jurisdiction over.

5. Design a flow chart that shows how a case on appeal, reaches the Supreme Court. 

6. Summarize the process of a case being heard before the Supreme Court.  At a minimum, make sure the following questions are answered: What do the lawyers do?  How is a decision reached?  What is written once a decision is made?
